KDHE may provide the overall funding and staffing support for childcare licensing.
e How much federal Child Care funding are we getting?
o Child Care Development Fund (CCDF) FY23 Allocations
=  Mandatory: $9,811,721
= Matching (state): $20,700,371
= Discretionary: $67,235,470

e What Regulations need to change to maintain federal funding?
o Below are the regulation changes needed to maintain federal funding being addressed by KDHE to correct
some items of non-compliance.

e Consumer Education — Posting Monitoring and Inspection Reports in accordance with 45 CFR
98.33(a)(4). The Lead Agency does not post on the consumer education website information on
corrective actions taken by the State and the childcare provider for CCDF-eligible licensed providers.

e Group Size Limit in accordance with 45 CFR 98.41(d)(1). The Lead Agency does not have group size limits
for School Age providers.

e Prevention/Response to Emergencies due to Food and Allergic Reactions in accordance with 45 CFR
98.41(a)(1)(iv). The Lead Agency does not have requirements for the prevention of and response to food
and allergic reactions for School Age Providers and for the response to food and allergic reactions for
Licensed and Group Day Care Homes, and Preschool and Child Care Centers.

e Shaken Baby Syndrome, Abusive Head Trauma, and Maltreatment requirement in accordance with 45
CFR 98.41(a)(1)(vi). The Lead Agency does not have requirements for prevention of shaken baby
syndrome and prevention of abusive head trauma for Licensed and Group Day Care Homes, and
Preschool and Child Care Centers.

e Emergency Preparedness and Response Planning in accordance with 45 CFR 98.41(a)(1)(vii). The Lead
Agency does not have emergency preparedness and response planning requirements that includes all
components for licensed CCDF-eligible providers.

11 required health and safety topics, and orientation training is not required for Licensed School Age
Providers.

e Ongoing Training for Providers in accordance with 45 CFR 98.44(b)(2). The Lead Agency does not have
ongoing training and professional development requirements that maintain and update health and
safety training standards for Group and Day Care Home Providers, and School Age Providers.

e Inspections for Licensed Providers in accordance with 45 CFR 98.42(b)(2)(i). The Lead Agency does not
monitor compliance for all Health and Safety topics for all Licensed Provider types. The Lead Agency’s
key indicator document does not cover the full complement of required health and safety topics.
