Any
person	who	shall	fail	to	make	a	written	report	as	required	in	this	article	and	who	shall
fail	to	file	such	report	with	the	division	within	the	time	prescribed	shall	be	guilty	of	a
misdemeanor	and,	upon	conviction,	shall	be	punished	as	provided	in	K.S.A.	8-2116.
