3352,	and	amendments	thereto,	to	offset,	in	part	or	in	total,	the	expense	of
purchasing	such	items;	and
(2) participation	in	activities,	or	the	use	of	facilities,	materials	and	equipment,	which
participation	or	use	is	not	mandatory,	but	optional	to	pupils,	whether	incidental	to
curricular,	extracurricular	or	other	school-related	activities.
(b) Moneys	received	by	a	board	of	education	under	this	section	shall	be	deposited	in
the	textbook	and	student	materials	revolving	fund	of	the	school	district.
