2023 Kansas Statutes

74-8913. Reports of authority to governor and legislature, when; contents. On or before the
last day of November in each year, the authority shall make an annual report of its
activities for the preceding fiscal year to the governor and to the legislature. Such
report shall contain an audit of the preceding fiscal year, prepared by a firm of
nationally recognized certified public accountants. On or before the last day of
November of each year, the authority shall provide a written report to the governor
and the legislature with respect to all bonds of the authority issued during the
previous fiscal year, specifying the terms of sale and the costs, fees and expenses of
each such bond issue.
