
2014 Kansas Statutes
13-1356. Cities of over 110,000; control of military memorial parks and fields. In all cities having in

excess of one hundred and ten thousand population in which is situated a military memorial park, recreation or
athletic field, the management and control thereof shall be vested in the governing body of such city.
