Representative Nichols made a substitute motion, seconded by Representative McKechnie, to under item
number 2, page 6 of the budget. to put an additional $200,000 to fund redidtricting. Committee questions
and discussion followed. Representative Nichols moved hismotion. A vote was taken and divison was
requested. Mation failed.

The Charman cdled the Committee' s attention to the origind motion by Representative Dean, seconded
by Representative Reinhardt, to adopt the Education and L eqidative Budoet Committee Report for the
Legidature. Motion carried.  Representative Hermes requested to be recorded as voting “No”.

Bill Introductions

Representative Dean made a motion, seconded by Representative McK echnie, to introduce a bill

concerning the intergovernmenta transfer program and nursing facilities owned and operated by units of
government; relating to the federd medicd assstance (medicaid) program; establishing an

intergovernmenta transfer fund, along-term care loan fund, a senior services trust fund, and a senior
services fund within the state treasury; authorizing certain participation agreements, loans, grants and
contracts. Mation carried. Representative Farmer and Representative Landwehr requested to be recorded
asvoting “No”.

Chairman Adkins made a motion, seconded by Representative Stone, for a bill introduction concerning

the Kansas investments and major projects in the comprehensive training act that would expand the
benefits of the IMPACT program to include benefits that could be given to those employerswho are
retaining jobs of a certain condition in the State of Kansas as opposed to creating new jobs and he believes
perhapsit’sintent to focus on some greater flexibility in the offering of those programs through the GM
plant in Kansas City, Kansas. Motion carried.

Charman Adkins made a motion, seconded by Representative Neufeld, for abill introduction concerning
the job expanson and investment credit act of 1976. Mation carried.

Chairman Adkins made a motion, seconded by Representative McKechnie, to introduce a bill enacting the
Kansas Airline Ticket Consumer Protection Act intended to provide Kansans with protections in regards
to deding with nationd airline carriers. Mation carried.

Representative Hermes made a motion, seconded by Representative Dean, to introduce a bill concerning
crimes and punishment; relating to family and child safety and the safe storage of firearms. Motion
carried.

Representative L andwehr made a motion, seconded by Representative Farmer, to introduce a conceptual
hill for the Revisor to mirror SB 390 for the House to address the issue of deferred compensation program
for Legidative Research in item D on the Kansas L egidative Research Department budget. Motion
carried.

Representative Reardon made a motion, seconded by Representative Reinhardt, to introduce a bill

regarding an act to establish the Kansas Board of Regents L egacy Scholarship Program and provides for
the adminigtration of awards made under such aprogram. Mation carried.
