HB 2945 - Task forceto make recommendationsto legidature regarding 911 and E911 telephone
service

Magor Generd Greg Gardner, Adjutant Genera, testified in support of HB 2945 (Attachment 2). His
presentation aso included the request that his office be removed from the task force.

Judy Maler, Legidative Services Director for the Kansas Association of Counties, testified as a proponent of HB
2945 (Attachment 3). Thishill issmilar to SCR 1641, which was requested by the Association.

Ms. Rebecca Aranda, Executive Director of the Kansas Commisson for the Deaf & Hard of Hearing, testified in
support of HB 2945. She dated that this was the first step in improving the training for persons working with the
deaf and hard of hearing and facilitating their use of 911 services.

Mr. David Lake, Director of the Board of Emergency Medica Services, provided testimony in favor of HB
2945 (Attachment 4). Mr. Lake asked for consderation in adding a representative of pre-hospital emergency
medical servicesto the task force membership.

Diane Gage, Director of the Sedgwick County Department of Emergency Communications, testified asa
proponent of the bill (Attachment 5). Her testimony included a request to expand the membership of the task
force to include local government and legidators.

Ms. Kim Gulley, Director of Policy Development for the League of Kansas Municipalities, appeared in support
of HB 2945 (Attachment 6). The League believesthat it is vitd that the task force be balanced in its
representation and would oppose dtering the balance that is currently in the bill.
