MINUTES OF THE SENATE EDUCATION COMMITTEE.

The meeting was cdled to order by Chairperson Senator Barbara Lawrence at 9:00 am. on March 17,
2000 in Room 423S of the Capital.

Chairperson Lawrence called the mesting to order and thanked Dr. Wilcox, Commissioner Tompkins, and
Deputy Commissioner Dennis for getting together and working out a solution to the Carl Perkins problem.

Dr. Wilcox gtated in SB 345, the Carl Perkins vocationa technica program was moved to the Board of
Regents. There was some uncertainty if that was the redl intent of the bill or miscommunication within
thelaw. There was rethinking on the Perkins program, where it should be administered and what role it
should play in the state. The Board of Education and the Board of Regents had concerns and had been
talking about the Strategy. At the present time SB 345 moves the Carl Perkins program to the Board of
Regents. The Board of Regents does not have the space or the funds to pay the people. Adminigratively,
the program would be at risk to moveit.

Dr. Wilcox gtated the proposdl is for the Perkins program to stay with the Board of Education through July
1, 2001. By that time plans will have been made asto what will be donein the future.

Commissioner Tompkins stated that the Board of Education will take the program for one year with a one-
year sunset and no reversion at that point. A decision can be made whether it stays with the Board of
Education or goes to the Board of Regents. Heis sure a plan can be worked out so that it will not bea
problem and the Board of Education and the Board of Regents will agree onit.

In response to a comment that some type of entity could be created to handle the program, Dr. Wilcox
dtated the administrative core should probably stay with the Board of Education because of the
infrastructure it has. All programs would come to one entity.

It was suggested that if there is time to do planning, it might afford an opportunity to see how some other
dates are doing things. There were federd dollarsthat came to the State Board of Education on School to
Work which involved avariety of training. These types of programs should have a high profile and

priority. No matter what age, there till needs to be that focus.

It was stated that the Sate is recaiving gpproximately $11 million dollars from the Carl Perkins program.

In response to an auditing question, Dr. Wilcox stated the actud auditing program that will be required in
order to complete the funding for many of the ingtitutions is definitely at risk. They have been talking with
and working with the technica schools and will meet with the community college presidents today to plan
for this coming year' s audit Situation. Thereis no solution as yet, but away will be found to make it work.
It could be through independent auditors that would be the responsibility of an indtitution or a structured
smple audit that would target certain aress. 1t will be a different type of audit program.

The comment was made that this is a Sizeable amount of money that Kansas gets from the federa
government. Whatever plan is worked out, the people who administer these programs need to be a part of
thisaswell. Whether the Board of Regents or the State Board of Education, the money needs to go in that
direction for adminigtration.

It was clarified that the sunset would be 2001 with no reversion back to the Regents.
