The minutes of the March 14" and March 15" medtings were approved on amationby Senator Bond and seconded
by Senator Pugh. Carried.

HB 2596-concer ning counterfeiting; relating to criminal penalties; concerning civil forfeiture

Conferee Reinhardt, tegtifying in support of HB 2596, briefly explained why this counterfeiting of trademarked goods
issue caught his attention and why the bill exists. He stated that the bill is modeled after legidation that has been
passed in other states. (no atachment) Discussion followed regarding current laws which cover thisissue.

Conferee McSorley tedtified in support of HB 2596. He presented a comprehensive review of his company, it's
products and service in the State of Kansas and it’s contribution to the Kansas economy. He further presented an
overview of the characterigtics of counterfeit products and how they are distributed. Heillustrated how counterfeit
merchandise sdles hurt Kansas and he urged passage of the bill. (attachment 1)

Conferee Smith tedtified in support of HB 2596. He dated that this legidation, which “would crimindize the
manufacture, sde and digtributionof fraudulent trademark property and services,” provides a deterrent to thistype
of activity and discussed how the forfeiture provision providesfurther disncentive aswel. Hefurther stated that there
would be little impact, if any, on prison overcrowding. (atachment 2) Following discusson, Senator Bond moved
to pass the bill out favorably, Senator Donovan seconded. Carried.

HB 2805 elating to theft detection shielding devices; relating to domestic battery

Conferee Grant testified in support of HB 2805 briefly discussing the issue of retail theft and methods thieves use
to prevent detection. He noted photographic examples of severa of these methods which were handed out to
Committee. (attachment 3)

Conferee Smithtedtified insupport of HB 2805. He presented background on theissue of retail theft and expressed
his concern with it's effect onconsumersand retailers. He stated that in 1997, the FBI Interstate Theft Task Force
estimated externa retail theft at gpproximately $26 hillion, acost which is passed on to the consumer through higher
prices. (attachment 4)

Written tesimony supporting HB 2805 was submitted by Marlee Bertholf, Executive Director, Kansas Retall
Council. (attachment 5)



Conferee Smmons testified in oppositionto the domestic battery amendment in HB 2805. He discussed anumber
of issuesthat the bill raisesin regard to the sentencing disposition for persons convicted of felony domestic battery.
(ettachment 6)

Conferee Tombs testified in opposition to the domestic battery portion of HB 2805 and discussed how this house
amendment to the bill underminesthe integrity of the sentencing guiddines. (attachment 7) Followingdiscussionit was
decided to take no action on the bill at thistime.

HB 2600—concerning jurors; regarding exclusons
The Chair reviewed HB 2600 and, following discussion, Senator Vretil moved to passthe bill out favorably, Senator
Donovan seconded. Carried.
