Introduction of bills

Larry Frodlich, Executive Director, Board of Pharmacy, requested the Committee introduce legidation that
would change the Pharmacy Practice Act to dlow for regidtration of the Kansas State College of Veterinary

Annual Report of Health Care Data Governing Board

Elizabeth Saadi, Ph.D., KDHE, presented the Hedlth Care Data Governing Board's 1999 Annua Report as
required by K.SA. 65-6807. The Hedth Care Data Governing Board was created in 1993 to guide
development of the Kansas Hedlth Care Database at KDHE and to provide a forum for discussion of hedth
information issues.  Highlights of Dr. Saadi’s presentation to the Committee included: Appointment of
Senator Sandy Praeger as Chair of the Hedlth Care Data Governing Board, collaboration with evaluation of
the HedthWave Program, increasng awareness in collecting externd cause of injury data in hospita
discharge data systems, contributing to the Kansas Hedth Statistics newdetter to disseminae information,
capacity improvements, solidified partnerships with credentiding boards, and beginning the didogue to
collect hedth services utilization data as outlined in her written testimony. (Attachment 3) Copies of the
Hedth Care Data Governing Board Annual Report can be obtained from the Kansas Department of Health
and Environment.  During Committee discusson, the Chair introduced Robert Day, a member of the
Governing Board and Director of Medical Policy and Medicad at SRS who expressed his support for
collabordtive efforts between the two agencies.
