Action on SB 513 - Cosmetology: braiding not consider ed cosmetology

Staff briefed the Committee on option 1 (Attachment 1) and option 2 (Attachment 2) for anending SB 513
as shown in the attached bdloons of the hill. Senator Hardenburger made a motion to adopt option 1
amendment which darified the exemption of hair braiding under the Board of Cosmetology. seconded by
Senator Becker. After Committee discusson on the amendment, the motion carried.

Senator Hardenburger made a motion the Committee recommend SB 513 as amended favorably for passage,
seconded by Senator Bleeker. The motion carried.

Hearing on: SB 527 - Denial of licensesfor personsin healing arts who have been convicted of a felony
2/3 majority of board deter mine otherwise.

Chris Collins, Director of Governmental Affairs Kansas Medica Society, tedified before the Committee in
support of BS 527 which would give two-thirds of the members of the Board of Heding Arts the ability to
congder a fdony conviction when deciding whether to grant, renew or reinstate a license. (Attachment 3)

Mark Stafford, General Counsdl, Kansas Board of Hedling Arts, testified in support for SB 527 but expressed
concern with languege rdaing to persons who aready have a license, and a felony conviction in their past
would not be alowed to renew thar license without a two-thirds mgjority vote by the Board making the
requisite finding may be potentidly unconditutional. He pointed out that this would have to be voted on
annudly, and renewing a license is a ministerid act that does not require Board findings. The Board suggests
that for those persons who already have a license, the higher standard should apply only to future felony
convictions, and this standard may be applied to past felonies for those who are not currently licensed. Other
proposed amendments were outlined in the atached baloon of the bill dong with his written testimony.

Gary Reser, Kansas Veterinary Medical Association, expressed support for the bill and offered an amendment
that would include language relating to veterinarians convicted of afelony. (Attachment 5)

The Revisor noted that a veterinary medicine amendment would not apply to the bill, and suggested a new
bill may need to be drafted to accommodate the proposal.

Chip Whedan, Kansas Association of Osteopathic Medicine, expressed his concern with language in the hill
and proposed a subgtitute bill as outlined in his written testimony. (Attachment 6)

Hearing on SB 599 - Physician Assistant licensure

Loretta Hoerman, Kansas Academy of Physcian Assgants, tedtified in support of SB 599 which would
provide for the licensure of phydcian assgtants. Ms. Hoerman provided the Committee with background
information relating to the current registration of PA’s as noted in her written tesimony. (Attachment 7)

Mark Stafford, Kansas Board of Hedling Arts, expressed his support for the bill, but noted that the Board did
not have suffident time to work with the proponents of the hill to strengthen some of the current language
and will submit abaloon of the bill showing proposed amendments within aday or two. (Attachment 8)

Keith Landis, Christian Science Committee on Publication for Kansas, submitted a proposed amendment that
would replace language relaing to groups to be excluded from the act. (Attachment 9)

Chris Callins, KM S, expressed her support for SB 599 but suggested language in Sec 6, on page 9, lines eght
through twenty-four, which addresses the PA’s scope of practice, is unnecessary and creates a source of
possible confuson. (Attachment 10)
