HB 2323: State agencies;, methods of payment of fees, tuition and other charges

The revisor explained that new subsection (c) in the baloon version of the bill responds to a Kansas State
University concern regarding a conflict with the Consumer Credit Code, new subsection (d) was written in
response to a concern expressed by the lega staff of the Department of Corrections, and new subsection
(€) would dlow Washburn University, community colleges and vocationa-technica schools to accept
payment of feesin the form of a credit card (Attachment 1).

Senator Salishury offered a motion which was seconded by Senator Morris to amend HB 2323 with new
subsections (), (d), and (€). The motion carried on a voice vote,

It was moved by Senator Salisbury and seconded by Senator L awrence that HB 2323 as amended be
recommended favorably for passange. The motion carried on arall cdl vote.

HB 2570: Creating a task for ce on consolidation of public safety agencies

Members concurred that there should be grester involvement on the part of loca law enforcement in the
study of consolidation of public safety agencies. |t was moved by Senator Morris and seconded by
Senator Jordan that the bill be amended to indicate that the task force would congst of up to 11 members
including those mentioned in the bill with the exception that five persons would be appointed by the
Governor, at least two of which would be representative of local law enforcement and the balance could
not be members of the L egidature and that the effective reporting date be changed to January 1, 2001.
The motion to amend carried on avoice vote,

Senator L awrence moved, Senator Jordan seconded, that HB 2570 as amended be recommended
favorably for passage. The motion carried on aroll call vote

SB 3009: Esablishing the publicationsfee fund in thejudicial council

Randy Hearrdll, Executive Director of the Kansas Judicial Council appeared before the Committeein
support of SB 3009 and reviewed his written testimony (Attachment 2). Mr. Hearrdll, in answer to the
Chairman, stated that he was hoping the fees would pay for al the g&ff time it takes to prepare and
digtribute the various legd publications. The Chairman noted that one advantage of passing the bill is that
it diminates a proviso and the Legidature would still have access to the Publications Fee Fund if the
money was needed.
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Senator Feleciano moved, Senator Petty seconded, that HB 3009 be recommended favorably for passage.
The motion carried on aradll cdl vote.
