HB 2063—Pr operty taxation; exempting certain school dor mitory personal property.

Representative Jm Morrison testified in support of HB 2063. As background informeation, Representetive
Morrison noted that arelated bill passed during the 2000 Legidative Sesson concerning taxation of the vocationa
technica school inGoodland.  The bill was requested because the campus buildings, including the dormitories, were
being taxed by the loca assessor. He explained that, in practice, school buildings were not being taxed; however,
by law only the two regents schools were exempt. The law was clarified in 2000 to exempt al community college
and vocationd technicad school buildings. Hewent on to explain that the same assessor now claimsthat thefurniture
in the campus buildings are not exempt and should be taxed. HB 2063 darifies that the exemption for campus
buildings includes furnishings, kitchen equipment, etc. He noted that no opposition to the bill hasbeenvoiced, with
the exception of the particular assessor involved.

There being no others wishing to testify, the hearing on HB 2063 was closed.
The minutes of the March 12, 2001, meeting were approved.

HB 2055+ ncome taxation; authorizing resear ch and development cr edits.

Marlee Carpenter, Kansas Chamber of Commerce and Industry (KCCI), testified in support of HB 2055. She
noted that the bill was not opposed in the House New Economy Committee, and the House passed it on a vote of
124-1. Sheexplained that the research and development income tax credit, created in 1986, sunset on January 1,
2001. She emphasized that the tax credit has been successful in attracting businesses and high paying jobsto the
gate, and KCCl membersfed that it isatax credit too important to lose. (Attachment 1)
