The Chairman introduced the Honorable Bruce E. Moore and thanked him for appearing before the
committee.

The Honorable Bruce E. Moore, Administrative Law Judge, addressed the committee on background
information regarding the decision making processes in Workers Compensation proceedings, and discussed
the issues of pre-existing impairment or disability, with specific reference to the Hanson decision. 

Workers compensation legislation, both substantive and procedural, differs greatly from state to state.  The
decision-making process in Kansas has changed significantly since the first Workmen’s Compensation Act.

Perhaps one of the most sweeping changes of the 1993 amendments to the Act was the abolition of the
workers Compensation Second Injury Fund (See Attachment 1).
