Chairman Powe| opened the meeting Chairman Powel | and welcomed the leadership classes from
Wichita Public Schoals.

Without objection bill will be introduced as requested by Representative Faber pardlding Senate Bill
SB 494 conforming to federal Packers and Stockyards Act.

Without objection bill will be introduced as requested by Representative Faber pardlding Senate Bill
SB565, ascaed back version on contract bill of rights.

Art Chartrand, Overland Park, caled the attention of the Committee to a recent decision by the Court of
Appeds reversng a Didrict Court decison and longstanding law in Kansas concerning notice of lien to
owners of resdentia red estate. The Order states notice isno longer required. Genera contractor can
conspire with subcontractors and exchange a document between themsalves. Mr. Chartrand requests a bill
be introduced that would require specific notice to dl property owners of record and all those who have an
equitable interest.

Without objection bill will be introduced to restore longstanding law in Kansas requiring that notice of
owners of residentia red edtate

Theresa Kiernan, Revisor, disributed balloon with technical amendmentsto HB 2687.,

Representative Vickrey moved to amend HB 2687 K ansasr eal estate salesper sons and brokers
license act. by replacing “Nothing” in Section 3(c) with “ Except as provided by section 5, and
amendments thereto, nothing”; and insarting in New Sec. 5 “or anyone on behdf of any such licensee or
firm, whether licensed in this state or in another state.” Motion, seconded by Representative Ruff, passed.

Representative Mays moved the committee recommend HB2687 favorable for passage as amended.
Representative Vickrey seconded. Motion passed.

The Committee considered HB 2550. Theresa Kiernan, Revisor, explained need to include “or
resolution” with “ordinance’ to take care of actions other than those by cities. Representative Klein said
he assumed the language in Sec. 5 was copied from another state which hasthe lega doctrine of
assumption of risk not recognized in Kansas. Chairman Powell agreed that Sec. 5 would be needed in a
date that did not have comparative negligence. Without that section there would be no confusion that
shooting ranges are being protected only from matters relating to noise pollution.

Chairman Powdl moved to amend HB 2550 by insarting “or resolution” following “ ordinance’ on pages
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1 and 2 and by dtriking Section 5. Representative Hutchins seconded. Moation passed.

Representative Ruff moved to recommend HB2550, Sport Shooting Ranges, Regulation of, favorable
for passage as amended. Representative Klein seconded.

Representative Cox commented that he considers this solely alocal control situation and that there are too
many good shooting rangesin cities that get aong great and they do not need additiond state regulations.
He believes there should be the opportunity to work out locdly the liability for noise pollution

Motion passed to recommend HB2550, Sport Shooting Ranges. Regulation of, favorable for passage as
amended.

The Committee considered HB2868 rdating to digpostion of firearms and banning resde of wegpons
seized for delinquent tax.

Representative Burroughs moved to table HB 2868 and refer it to an interim committee. Representative
Faber seconded.

Chairman Powell stated amotion to table wasin order but it was not the prerogative of an individua to
make amoation to refer for interim study.

Representative Burroughs withdrew his motion with permission of seconder.

Representative Cox moved to report HB2868 adversaly, Representative Burroughs seconded.

Representative Klein explained he would support the motion because he believes there are serious
problems with the section relating to gppraisas. His research indicates what happens now is that money
from sde of wegpons seized for drug tax goes to the drug tax with 75% going to the law enforcement
agency tha seized the guns. He does not want to take away that money without replacing it.

Motion to report adversaly HB2868, Disposition of firearms seized for payment of delinquent
tax.
