Chairman Representative Tony Powell caled the meeting to order and announced that hearing on
HB 3034, had to be postponed to a date to be determined.

The Chairman opened discusson of SCR 1632, A concurrent resolution urging the Governor and the

Governor’s Substance Abuse Prevention Council to establish statewide standar dsto evaluatethe
success of substance abuse programs.

Representative Hutchins made a motion to recommend SCR 1632 be placed on the consent calendar.
Representative Rehorn seconded. Motion passed.

Discussion was opened on Sub SCR 1634, Concurrent resolution to recognize the Korean War
Memorial in Wichita as an official Korean War Memorial of the state of Kansas.

Representative Klein moved that SCR 1634 be recommended favorable for passage. Representative
Gilbert seconded. Motion passed.

Discussion was opened on SB 475, Emer gency management assistance compact.

Chairman Powell moved an amendment gtriking “ community disorders’ and “insurgency” in lines 32 and
33, page 1. Representative Vining seconded. Mation passed.

Representative Gilbert moved that SB 475 be recommended for passage as anended. Representative
Vining seconded. Motion passed.

Chairman Powell opened discussion on SB 607, I nterlocal agreementswith Native American Indian
tribes, identicd to HB 3033.

Chairman Powel moved to amend SB 607 to ddineate the four tribes that have resrvations in the state of
Kansss, to delete the state’ s ability to have interloca agreements with the tribes, and to add the provision

inHB 2926 of entering agreements other than gaming compacts. Representative Ruff seconded.

The proposed amendments were discussed. Concerns were expressed about the Wyandot tribe in Kansas
City, actions of the Department of the Interior, the possibility of future need to negotiate with out-of-State
tribes, the need for interloca agreements, and oversight by the Legidature of agreements entered into
between the state of Kansas and Native American tribes.

It was requested that the motion to amend be divided into two parts.

Representative Powell moved that SB 607 be amended to add compact provisions and to exclude the sate
of Kansas from interloca agreements with the tribes. A of the amendment: Mation 10-8.

Representative Powell moved that SB 607 be amended to specificaly define the four tribes currently
having reservations in Kansas. The lowa Tribe of Kansas and Nebraska, The Kickapoo Tribe in Kansas,
The Prairie Band Potawatomi Nation of Kansas, The Sac and Fox Nation of Missouri in Kansas. Motion
passed 10-8.

Representative Vining moved that the committee recommend SB 607 favorable for passage as amended.
Representative Hutchins seconded. Motion . “No” votes were recorded by Representative
Burroughs, Representative Cox, Representative Rehorn, Representative Ruff and Representative Gilbert.

The meseting adjourned a 2:02 p.m. Next scheduled mesting is March 20.
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
