Jane Mackey, Assigtant Secretary, Kansas Department of Hedlth and Environment, gave a presentation of
the Public Hedlth Improvement Plan. The commission recommends that Kansas leaders consider three
primary recommendations and the associated goas:

1. Leadership and governance: Inditute a statewide, continuous public hedth policy-setting,
planning and devel opment process.

2. Stabilize funding and enhance capacity: Improve essentia public hedlth services and population
hedth by increasing and stabilizing financia resources and alocating sate funds for loca community
hedth improvement initiatives.

3. Effective ddivery: Develop and enhance a satewide network for ddivering professona
education, workforce initiatives, communications, and public hedlth related services.

The Secretary has promised that if funds are available, KDHE will continue the planning effort
incorporating the stakeholders who so diligently worked during the phase one process. (See Attachment

The Chairperson thanked the Sub-Committee on Menta Health Community Developmental Disability
Organizaions.

Representative Landwehr, Chairperson of the Sub-Committee, stated there were four mesetings, hearings
were held, Legidative Post Audit reviewed the audit of community developmenta disabilities services
and the findings and recommendations. Socid and Rehabilitation Services daff gave information
regarding proposed changes in contracts with community mental heslth centers and policy changes under
discusson. Research gaff and Post Audit staff provided materid relating to funding of menta hedth
centers.

Recommendations.

The Sub-Committee considered severd options for amendments to the Mental Hedth Reform Act and the
act under which community menta hedth centers are licensed, and is presenting proposed legidation to
the Committee on hedlth and Human Services.

The legidation proposed by the Sub-Committeeis that consdered necessary to ded with issuesthat are
pressing and that need to be acted on by the 2000 legidature. A number of other issuesrelating to the
delivery of menta health services in Kansas were discussed by the Sub-Committee and should be pursued
during the interim following the adjournment of the legidature (See Attachment #2).

The Chairperson opened the hearing on HB 2755 - Disclosure of certain information in possession
ther eof: prohibitions and restrictions on disclosure.

Chrigtine Ross-Base, Director, Child Care Licensing and Registration Section, Kansas Department of
Hedth and Environment, testified on HB 2755, stating they licensed approximately 9,000 child care
facilities, including family foster homes and licensed day care homes. The Department aso registers
gpproximately 3,000 family day care homes. The Department is moving forward with plans to increase
access to the public, disclosing personal information, such as addresses and telephone numbers of day care
home providers and family foster home providers on the Internet has become a concern. Safety and
privacy concerns were given as the main reasons for not wanting thisinformation published. The
Department offered statutory language that permits the Department to continue to provide access to
certain persona information to certain agencies and alows day care home providers and family foster
parents to choose whether or not to have their street address and tel ephone number made available to the
public a large (See Attachment #4).

There were questions and the Chairperson asked for a baloon and will work another day and then closed
the hearingon HB 2755.

The meeting adjourned at 3:05 p.m. and the next meeting will be February 8.
