The meseting was cdled to order by Vice Chairman O’ Connor, who introduced Christine Clarke, Auditor,
Legidative Divison of Post Audit.

Ms. Clarke briefly described the stat€' s underground utility damage prevention act (K.S.A. 66-1801);
current organizational makeup, adminigtration, and enforcement activities; the centralized notification

center located in Wichita and its process for the statewide one-call system; and legidative concerns raised
about the Kansas Corporation Commisson’s responsibilities and the law’ s provisions that may limit the
sysems effectiveness. (The divison’s report, entitled “ Reviewing the One-Call Systemin Kansas,” may
be obtained through the Legidative Divison of Post-Audit.)

Representative Horst asked if large utilities pay a membership feefor dl of their offices or only asingle
$25 fee for each entity. Ms. Clarke did not know so was asked to determine the answer and advise
Representative Mayans' office as early as practicable.

Leo Haynos, Chief of KCC's Office of Pipeline Safety, indicated KCC is respongble for the
adminigtration and enforcement of the law. Thereis an average of 41,000 cdls each month to the Wichita
center, which in turn are reported to the involved utilities and from which five additiond cdls are
generated to cause the marking of lines. He noted that when Overland Park became a member, it was
overwhelmed with 40-50 calls per day, each at acost of $1.14. The city decided to stop its membership.
They have not experienced an increase in the number of damagesto utility lines Snceit quit the system.
Wichita does not belong. He was asked if municipdities should be required to be members of the system.
Mr. Haynos answer was “yes” He was asked if it would be of help to legidate “depth layers’ for each of
the utilities, and he answered “it would be of great help to the call center.”

Chairwoman O’ Connor thanked the conferees for their presentations.  She then asked the committee if
there were any bills to be consdered for introduction. Representative Dahl recommended the committee
sponsor a bill to amend K.S.A. 1999 Supp. 65-3407 (regarding construction and operation of aregional
solid waste processing facility or disposal ared) to require that the county’ s qualified e ectors gpprove it
prior to thefiling for a permit to consiruct or operate such asite. _There being no objection, the bill was
approved for introduction

The meeting adjourned at 4:10 p.m.
