Lynne Holt, Legidative Research Department briefed the Committee on a survey conducted by the
Nationa Association of Attorneys Generd in November 1999 of 16 states who have no-cdl list programs.
Ms. Holt stated the mgority of state laws are enacted to augment and strengthen the federd
Telecommunications Consumer Protection Act of 1991 and the rules promulgated by the Federa
Communications Commission to reduce the number of unsolicited phone calls.

No-cal laws vary in the number and type of exemptions from the prohibition governing
solicitations. Asan example, Georgia slaw includes four exemptions, while Alabama slav exempts 25
types of solicitations and Kentucky'slaw has 22 exemptions. Ms. Holt stated that the method of funding
no-cal list programs and pendties for violators vary consderably among states. Ms. Holt stated
implementation of no-cdl legidation costs money for development and maintenance of a database,
accounting activities, and enforcement. I there are too many exemptions to the no-cal prohibition in
date laws, no-cdl list programs will not be effective. (Attachment 1)

Steve Rarrick, Deputy Attorney Generd, testified that the Attorney Generd supports the concept
of “no cal” legidation. However, colleaguesin other states have warned thet to be effective, the
legidation must have few exceptions; the definition of “an existing or previous business rdaionship”
must establish a definite time limit; and the enforcement program must be adequately saffed.
