MINUTES OF THE SENATE ELECTIONS AND LOCAL GOVERNMENT.

The meeting was cdled to order by Chairman Senator Janice Hardenburger at 1:30 p.m. on February 15,
2000, in Room 529-S of the Capital.

Chairman Hardenburger opened the meeting asking for gpprova of the minutes for February 7, 8, 9 and
10, 2000.

Senator L awrence moved that the minutes be approved as written, seconded by Senator Becker. Motion
carried.

Chairman Hardenburger opened the hearing on SB 566 concerning certain cities; relating to the change
in classification thereof, and repealing the existing section. This bill would provide a process by which
acity exceeding 2000 in population could change its classfication.

Staff explaining the bill to the Committee advised, that if a city has a population between 2000 and 5000,
it has a choice whether they stay third class or not, but if it is over 5000, it becomes a second-class city.

The Committee discussed if changing acity from third class to second would exclude the township.  Once
acity isacity of second class, resdents are resdents of the city, not the township.

Chairman Hardenburger closed the hearing on SB 566.

Senator Gooch moved that the bill be passed out favorably and placed on the Consent Calendar, seconded
by Senator Lawrence. Moation carried.

Chairman Hardenburger opened discussion on SB 463 concer ning the term of office for certain elected
state officials and repealing the existing section. She informed the Committee this bill was proposed
by the Governor, which provides for the appointment of the Lt. Governor, Secretary of State and the
Attorney Generd.

Staff informed the Committee that vacanciesin the Insurance Commissioner Office, and in the State
Treasurer Office are the only two statewide executive offices provided by statute. Presently, replacement
in the case of avacancy for the Commissioner of Insurance and Secretary Treasurer, the Governor who
will gppoint aqualified person to serve for the unexpired term until a successor is elected. The Secretary
of State, Attorney Generd and Lt. Governor Offices are not provided by statute.

Senator Praeger moved to amend the bill that vacant position of Lt. Governor be appointed by the
Governor for the unexpired term and the vacant positions of Commissioner of Insurance, Secretary
Treasurer, Secretary of State and Attorney General would be inted by the Governor until the next
general dection, seconded by Senator Gooch. Motion carried

Senator Lawrence moved that SB 463 be passed out as amended favorably, seconded by Senator Becker.

After Committee discussed the Condtitutiondly of the law, Senator L awrence withdrew her motion on SB
463 and Senator Becker withdrew his second.

Chairman Hardenburger opened discussion on SB 231 concer ning school districts; relating to
member ship on boards of education and repealing existing sections. She advised the Committee
that the bill would ban any professond employee or administrator employee of a Unified School Didtrict
to aso be amember of the School Board of the same Unified School Didtrict. She advised that an
amendment had been proposed that any person who is an employee of a Unified School Digtrict could not
be a member of the School Board.

Senator Lawrence told the Committee that in the larger Didricts teachers, etc. could not run for the Board
of Education, and that isa policy of the Digtrict.

Senator Vidricksen moved that an anmendment be made to the bill stating that any Board member could
sarve out their term as of the date of passing of SB 231, seconded by Senator Becker. Mation carried.

Senator Lawrence moved that the amendment indude any employee of the schoadl Didrict serving asa
member of the Board, seconded by Senator Huelskamp. Motion carried

Senator Lawrence moved that SB 231 be passed as amended favorably, seconded by Senator Becker.
Moation carried.

Senator Petty voted no on SB 231.
