Jennifer Wagner, Legidative Division of Post Audit, briefed the Committee on the performance audit report
on verifying information provided by the Department of Socia and Rehabilitation Services on its compliance
with the terms of the foster care lawsuit settlement agreement. Ms. Wagner provided a background history
of the lawsuit which was filed in 1990 charging that SRS was not adequately caring for children placed in its
care or a-risk of abuse or neglect. It was estimated that the audit would be concluded in 18 months at a cost
of approximately$1.5 million per year. Copies of the performance audit report can be obtained by contacting
the Legidative Divison of Post Audit.

Laurel Murdie, Legiddive Division of Post Audit, briefed the Committee on the performance audit report of
examining issues reated to Community Developmentd Disability Organizations, Pat |: Assessng the
Effectiveness and Avallability of Services Condusons and recommendations relaing to the following
questions were answered in the report: (1) Are developmentaly disabled clients receiving the services they
request and for which they are digible; (2) What factors limt the avalability of services for disabled
individuds or ther families served by CDDOs, and (3) Are developmentdly disabled clients making progress
a mesting their goals?

Joe Lawhon, Legdative Divison of Pogt Audit, briefed the Committee on the performance audit report of
examining issues related to Community Developmentad Disability Organizations, Pat 1I: Reviewing
Implementations and Funding Issues.  Conclusions and recommendations relating to the following questions
were answered in the report: (1) Are CDDOs that provide community services effectively managing the
conflict of interest that exists when it comes to directing clients for services and negotiating contracts; (2)
Were the rate recommendations made to the Legidature as a result of the firgt biennial rate study based on
reasonable information and methodologies, and (3) Is the current system for funding the state’'s Developmental
Disability Program fair and equitable?
