(b) The	court	shall	assess	as	a	cost	in	each	case	filed	for	violations	of	county	codes	and
resolutions,	a	$20	assessment.	The	judge	or	clerk	of	the	court	shall	remit	$2	of	such
assessments	received	to	the	state	treasurer	in	accordance	with	the	provisions	of	K.S.A.	75-
4215,	and	amendments	thereto.	Upon	receipt	of	each	such	remittance,	the	state	treasurer
shall	deposit	the	entire	amount	of	the	remittance	in	the	state	treasury	and	credit	50%	to	the
protection	from	abuse	fund	established	pursuant	to	K.S.A.	74-7325,	and	amendments
thereto,	and	50%	to	the	crime	victims	assistance	fund	established	pursuant	to	K.S.A.	74-7334,
and	amendments	thereto.	The	remaining	additional	court	costs	shall	be	paid	over	to	the
county	treasurer	of	the	county	where	they	are	imposed	for	deposit	in	the	county	general
fund.
