2021 Kansas Statutes

37-108. Fees, privileges and mileage of witnesses; fees of officers. Witnesses shall have the same
compensation for travel and attendance, and the same exemptions in going, remaining and
returning, as witnesses in the district court; and officers executing the process and orders of
the senate shall have the same fees as are allowed sheriffs for like services in the district
court.
