2021 Kansas Statutes

74-3202b. Same; meetings; quorum. The state board of regents shall meet at least quarterly each
year in Topeka on dates fixed by the state board. Special meetings may be held upon the call
of the chairperson or upon the petition to the chief executive officer of the state board by
five members of the board, the date and place of all special meetings to be designated in the
call. Five members of the state board shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of
business but less than five members may adjourn any regular or special meeting to a
definite time and place.
