Such	photographic	film	or	optical
disc	shall	comply	with	standards	recommended	by	the	state	archivist	and	approved	by	the
state	records	board	pursuant	to	K.S.A.	45-412,	and	amendments	thereto,	and	the	device	used
to	reproduce	such	records	on	such	film	or	optical	disc	shall	be	one	which	accurately
reproduces	the	original	thereof	in	all	details.
