(e) All	rules	and	regulations	and	all	orders	and	directives	of	the	crippled	children's
commission	in	existence	on	the	effective	date	of	this	order	shall	continue	to	be	effective	and
shall	be	deemed	to	be	the	rules	and	regulations	and	orders	or	directives	of	the	secretary	of
health	and	environment,	until	revised,	amended,	repealed	or	nullified	pursuant	to	law.
