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We look forward to continuing to improve and build on our relationship with SRS. Choosing
between leaving a child who has been abused and neglected in the home with the hope of
preserving the family or removing the child from the family to ensure his safety will always
be an emotional and very tough call to make. Social workers and prosecutors, both acting on
what they believe to be the best interest of the child, will from time to time disagree on the
best course of action to take. This is to be expected. While neither side should ever give up
their honest convictions, we should continue to listen to each other and try to find common
ground whenever possible. We should always be mindful of the fact that while we may bring
differing perspectives to the case and may have different jobs to do, in the end our ultimate
objectives are the same: what’s best for the child.
